Insurance Update 

 Ed: 
o Met with lawyer (Jeff Bergstrem) to discuss club liability and risk. 
o Summary: 

 Our liability protection right now comes from: (1) our 
incorporated status, (2) business judgement, (3) event-
related waiver. 

 Board presently thinks we won’t have to buy a lot of 
insurance. 

 Bear has sent a list of activities and waiver language to the 
lawyer for review. 

o Bob:  How does this information relate to the $5 increase in 
member dues, which were linked to need for club insurance? 

 Ed noted that the legal consultation is covered by the dues 
increase.  Board is exploring insurance need on an event-
specific basis (especially activities where alcohol is being 
served).  Ed also noted that the dues increase was the first 
increase in 6 years.

Mr. Front Range Bear Contest Commentary  

 Juan:  Raised questions about the historic context and “feel” of the 
event (which has varied from year to year).  Suggested that there 
may not be guidelines describing what the Mr. Front Range Bear 
position entails, how it should represent the club, and what that 
implies for the event.  Suggests that a committee should be formed 
to explore these issues. 

 Ed:  Reviewing FRB bylaws, pending Board agreement to form 
committee, President would appoint a chair. 

 Motion for a sense-of-membership vote to see if such a committee 
should be formed. Second. Discussion: 

 Greg:  Likes the idea of having flexible expectations for Mr. 
FRB, don’t keep it too formal. 

 Eddie:  If a committee’s formed – maybe involve past Mr. 
FRB winners? 

 Steve Heyl:  Originally, the contest was designed to produce 
a contestant for the IBR Bear Contest.  Context changes 
over time.  It might be appropriate to review context. 

 Henry:  The application the last couple years has informed 
contestants of travel budget to attend one event and no 
obligation to run for other titles. 

 Norm:  Does the Mr. FRB event Chair have to re-invent the 
wheel each year? 

 Majority vote approving the motion to recommend that the Board 
discuss forming a committee to explore this issue.
